Safe-K eepers cannot
reveal what istold to them in confidence, and they bear the burden of people's confessions. The sisters do not
realize the ramifications of their gifts until their teen years, when romantic and political intrigue abounds,
and situations become more adult. Their friend Roelynn, whose wealthy merchant father intends to marry her
off to the prince, sows plenty of wild oats behind her father's back. She often drags the sistersinto the fray,
and the summer they are all 17, achain of eventsis set into motion that changes their lives. Astute readers
may predict the ending, but they will enjoy it nonetheless. Though at its base the story isin some ways a
stereotypical teen romance, the author's use of language and her writing style elevate this novel.
